Climate Literacy Class 201 is designed for the DWR staff member or manager looking to expand their knowledge base on climate change adaptation, mitigation, guidance and regulation. (Completion of 101 not required, but it is strongly recommended that 201 participants are familiar with 101 course material found here: http://dwrclimatechange.water.ca.gov/literacy101.cfm )
Climate Literacy Class 201 is designed for the DWR staff member who understands the climate and climate changes issues facing the State, and the Department’s role in adapting water management strategies and mitigating for CO2.
